1. Children will use their artistic skills to create an award for a fabulous family member.   Use after learning adjectives.

2. Children will exercise their graphing skills by creating, reading, and comparing picture graphs using the total number of people in their families. Have children compare the number of family members in their original lists with the numbers on their picture graphs. Write sentences saying I have more sisters than parents, I have less uncles than aunts.... When they have completed their graphs, children can stand up in small groups so others can view their graphs. Ask children questions such as, Which family has the most people? the most cousins? more than five males but less than ten? etc. How many men/women.....
