Time

1. Koosh Ball:

      Designate the number of minutes earlier or later which students are to respond, for example, 15 minutes.  The teacher selects a beginning time, six o’clock, and tosses it to a student who responds 5:45 (15 minutes earlier).

2. Earlier or later:  Make a T-chart on the chalkboard.  The first column is later, second is earlier (labeled in target language).  Teacher secretly writes a time on a piece of paper.  Students try to guess what time was written.  If they are wrong the time said goes in the appropriate column in the T chart to help guide them to the right time.  Student who guesses correctly chooses the next time.  It is very important to stress that the time frame is from 1:00 to 12:00 (1:00 earliest, 12:00 latest).

3. Create two sets of picture cards for each team.  One with digital times and one with pictures of activities.  The time pictures are placed vertically in a pocket chart, one column per team.  Call out an activity, each student tries to find the picture (possibly lined along the whiteboard railing), and put it next to the time mentioned.  One point for the first team to correctly match the pictures.  Students must read back the time and activity in the TL to get two points.  If student 1 cannot recite the sentences, student 2 is allowed a chance.
